Today’s Program
Today’s program was presented by M. Mayes DuBose, M.D. Mayes is a physician specializing in
Geriatrics, and he spoke with us about Palliative Care and Hospice. Mayes urged us to con-
tact our legislators to encourage them to fix the problems with Medicare, which is now oper-
ating at a 21% cut in Medicare payments to the dwindling number of physicians who will ac-
cept Medicare patients. Hospice care is based on the theory that “There is never nothing
more that can be done.” The Hospice team consists of the patient’s personal physician, the
hospice physician, nurses, home health care aids, social workers, clergy, and trained volunteers.
The goal is to manage pain and ease the symptoms of a terminal condition, to help the patient
deal with the emotion, psychosocial, and spiritual aspects of death, to provide medication and
medical supplies, and to provide a respite for family caregivers if necessary. Hospice care is a
benefit covered by Medicare when a patient has a terminal condition and a prognosis of six
months or less. Mayes stressed that hospice care is greatly underutilized, partly because of
the discomfort many physicians and families have with discussing and accepting a terminal con-

dition. He recommended the website www.caringinfo.org for more information on Hospice.
